1) Teachers of any other subjects outside of those listed in point one “Criteria” above.

2) Teachers of English as a foreign language.

3) Faculty Development Fellowship Program alumni.

4) Persons enrolled in a US academic program.

5) Persons earning a salary or living in the United States.
