What is an “Open Society?”


An Open Society is a society based on the recognition that nobody has a monopoly on the truth, that different people have different views and interests, and that there is a need for institutions to protect the rights of all people to allow them to live together in peace.  The term “open society” was popularized by the philosopher Karl Popper in his 1945 book Open Society and Its Enemies.  Broadly speaking, an open society is characterized by a reliance on the rule of law, the existence of a democratically elected government, a diverse and vigorous civil society, and a respect for minorities and minority opinions.

The Open Society Scholarship Programs

The Open Society Foundations Scholarship Programs fund the participation of students, scholars, and professionals from Eastern Europe, the former Soviet Union, Mongolia, the Middle East, South Asia, and Burma in rigorous, competitive academic programs outside of their home countries. The goals of these programs are to revitalize and reform the teaching of the social sciences and humanities at higher education institutions, to provide professional training in fields unavailable or underrepresented at institutions in the countries served, and to assist outstanding students from a range of backgrounds to pursue their studies in alternative academic and cultural environments.
