Student profile

The master's programme in European Studies is for graduates with a bachelor’s / undergraduate degree who are seeking to prepare for an international career or work on policy issues in an international context. The programme requires a profound knowledge of European studies in general and the European Union in particular but is suitable for students coming from other arts and humanities fields wishing to develop an in-depth knowledge of EU affairs. 
Graduates with degrees in European Studies or other related and relevant fields will be admitted on a selective basis. Relevant fields include political science, international relations, international law, international economics, contemporary history and cultural studies.

Requirements

· a bachelor’s degree from a European Studies programme or a relevant academic field (e.g.politics, law, history), which has provided sound foundations and insights into European issues, or which has provided some familiarity with the use of political science theory, the role of institutions and the processes of policy-making 

· non-native speakers or applicants who have their undergraduate degree in a language other than English must have one of the following language qualifications: 

· IELTS with a minimum score of 6.5 

· TOEFL with a minimum score of 575 (paper-based), 233 (computer-based) and 90 (internet-based) 

· Cambridge Proficiency Certificate (grade A, B, C) 

· Cambridge Advanced Certificate (grade A, B, C+) 

MA EPA

• EPA is a one-year international Master of Arts programme. 
• EPA is a selective master’s programme with a maximum number of approximately 30 students. 
• EPA courses are taught in English. 
• The programme consists of professional education that is research based and practice oriented. 
• It is multi-disciplinary and focuses on contemporary issues from the public domain.
 • It focuses on ‘Europe’ taking into account cross-national diversity as well as the European Union and its institutions. 
• It uses a project-based educational methodology. 
• The Maastricht master’s programme in European Public Affairs provides advanced professional training for people interested in internationalising their curriculum in a scholarly manner.

Student profile

The programme is directed toward:

· university graduates who are interested in developing an international career in policy-making and European integration 

· professionals whose position requires expertise in decision-making in the European public domain 

As students come from a host of countries, both European and non-European, and the programme relies on teamwork and personal interaction, inter-cultural cooperation is a crucial requirement for participation in this programme.

Requirements

· a bachelor’s degree from a relevant academic field (political science, history, law, international relations, economics, social science, business administration, humanities or liberal arts), with a certified list of grades and a CV indicating relevant work experience

· Particularly motivated students can also hold a degree in science or another discipline. Practical experience in the form of an internship or a job related to European public affairs is considered an asset.

MA European Studies on Society, Science and Technology

MA ESST

· is a one-year international and interdisciplinary Master of Arts programme, offering a joint degree (you will get two diplomas, one from Maastricht University and one from the European Inter-University Association on Society, Science and Technology)

· will introduce you to the intellectual history and central concepts of science, technology and society 

· will acquaint you with the range of epistemologies and methods used in science and technology studies (STS) research 

· will help you to develop your ability to critically evaluate contemporary and historical debates about the relationships between science, technology, and society 

· will equip you to effectively utilise concepts and materials from a wide range of disciplines 

· will help you to develop an integrated and cogent analysis of issues and debates within the field of science and technology studies 

· will provide you with an opportunity to study and to carry out independent research at another university in the European Inter-University Association on Society, Science, and Technology 

· prepares you to pursue a university career (via a relevant PhD programme), or for work in public or private research institutes or agencies, in government, in industry or consultancy 

· received the qualification "excellent" from the Dutch Accreditation Committee 

· offers the possibility to follow an internship at the Rathenau Institute in The Hague and many other places
